ELECTION NOTICE OF NOMINATION AND
ELECTION OF CHAPTER OFFICES

In accordance with Part IV of the NTEU Bylaws, this is the Official Notice for Nominations and
Election of Office for Chapter 301.

Chapter 301 will hold a secret ballot election on Thursday, September 22, 2011 for the following
offices: President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Any member wishing to nominate a candidate for the aforementioned offices must submit the
nominations in writing only by U.S. Mail (use enclosed form or download for printing from
www.occnteu.us). All nominations must be received by the Chair of the Election Committee at 268
Bush Street, # 2730, San Francisco, CA 94104-3530 on August 31, 2011. Nominations by phone or
personally delivered will not be accepted.

Self-nomination is permitted. Any member nominating a candidate, including him/herself must
identify him/herself. Only those members who joined Chapter 301 on or before July 31, 2011 are
eligible to vote in this election.

All candidates must be a member in good standing of Chapter 301 as of August 14, 2011.

Any member of this Chapter except an employee who under the provisions of the Civil Service Reform
Act of 1978 is considered a supervisor and, therefore, ineligible to participate or represent this Chapter
as an officer, may be elected to any office.

Each nominee must submit an agreement to run for office, shown below, in writing to the Chair to be
received no later than September 6. 2011. An individual may run for only one office and, if
nominated for multiple offices, a nominee may accept for only one. If a candidate is unopposed, there
shall be no necessity for the election of such nominee and the nominee shall be declared duly elected.

The President and Vice-President, by virtue of the National Constitution and Bylaws serve as delegates
to the National Convention. The terms of the above offices are three years, October 1, 20011 through
September 30, 2014.
